   In the Lincoln-Douglas debates of the 1850’s, Douglas was 
pro-choice on slavery.  He argued that the Supreme Court had 
spoken (1857 Dred Scott decision), and it was a basic constitu-
tional right to own a slave.  He said he himself was opposed 
to owning slaves, but that it was a slave owner’s “right to 
choose” to own a slave.
